TimeLimitswill be adhered to without exception. Any contestant exceeding the time limits will not
have work submitted for judging. In the shoeing classes no further contact with the horse is permitted
after time has been called. In the forging and blacksmithing classes the finished items are to be
placed on the anvil and no further contact is permitted.

Competition area isreserved for competitors and officials only. Any other person cannot enter the
areaat any time unless instructed by steward. Competitors may not cross into another competitors
assigned area at any time during a class. No competitor isto have any contact with other persons
either physically or verbally other than the stewar ds during competition.

Steel will be supplied prior to each class. Only material supplied isto be used. Competitors are
permitted to cut steel prior to starting event. If steel is burned another piece may be issued at the
stewards discretion.

Marking of steel in any form prior to start is not permitted.

Horses will be drawn prior to the event. Competitors are permitted to pull shoes and clean feet prior
to commencement of the class. Measuring of feet prior to the start of the classis permitted. Any
mistreatment of horses will result in disqualification.

Nails A selection of Mustad nails will be available including slim and regular E heads and the M X
range for use for the shoeing events. Nails stipulated on the blueprints are Mustad nails.

Equipment- The following equipment will be supplied:

Coke forge with electric blower

Firetools

O’ dwyer workshop anvil set on bench with vice
Water bucket

Equipment supplied is the only equipment to be used.

Competitors must remain at the assigned workstation during their class. If abreakdown of equipment
occurs the steward is to be signalled and time will be stopped for that competitor and restarted when
rectified.

Tools are completely the competitor’s responsibility.

Forming/swaging dies are not permitted.
Electrical or mechanical tools are not permitted.

Tiebreakers

In the case of atiein scores, atiebreak will be determined by the highest scorein the first scoring
category of each class.

In the case where thereis atie to qualify for finals or to determine the overall winner the tie breaker
isto be awarded to the highest point scorer in shoeing class 7.

Any item made during the competition that is deemed unusable will not be submitted for judging.
Eg. Severely burned, incorrect numbers of nail holes, missing components.

In the case where two classes are performed within the same time frame then both items are to be
compl eted, to be submitted for judging.

No cleaning or finishing substances other than water are to be used in any event.

Disgualification
Failure to comply with the rule and regulations will result in immediate disqualification.

Protests

Competitors lodging a protest must do so in writing stating clearly the cause of complaint or appeal.
A deposit of $50 is to accompany letter of protest and will be forfeited to Horse Australiaif the
complaint is not sustai ned.

All items made during the competition with the exception of class 8, will remain the property of
Horse Australia.
